Problem Solver 1:  Brian, Paulette, Priscilla, Benny, and Kenny brought their pets to Mrs. Lindy’s science class.  Paulette’s and Kenny’s pets are soft and furry.  Brian’s pet provides him with breakfast three days a week.  Benny is afraid his pet will be scooped up and eaten by Priscilla’s pet.  Can you match each of the following pets with its owner:  a goldfish, a rabbit, a chicken, a raccoon, and a parrot?

Problem Solver 2:  Alexander enjoys playing tennis with his father, Adam; his father’s brother, Charles; and Charles’ son, Christopher.  Chris’ cousin’s father and Chris’ uncle’s brother are on opposite teams.  Charles’ brother’s son is not on the same team as the son’s father’s brother.  Who are the teammates in the family tennis games?
Problem Solver 3:  Milo’s age is the same as his grandfather’s with the digits reversed.  The product of their ages gives a year during World War II.  If Milo’s mother is twice as old as Milo, then how old is Milo, his mother, and his grandfather?

Probem Solver 4:  Lara, Lola, and Pam work out at the Fitness Center after school.  Lara goes every 3 days, Lola every 4 days, and Pam plays in the band, so she can only go every 8 days.  On what days in the next six weeks will Lola and Lara, and Lola and Pam, be at the Fitness Center on the same day?
Problem Solver 5:  Carl’s hands trembled as he stood in front of the safe and unfolded the crumpled piece of paper holding the combination that would open the safe.  “Rats!” he moaned.  The combination was written in the form of a riddle.  The last number was described in the following way: Find 2/3 of the final number, add 16, and this number will be equal to two times the mystery number.  What was the final number of the combination?
Problem Solver 6:  Two mothers and two daughters divide $21 in dollar bills evenly among themselves.  Each received an equal number of dollar bills.  How could this be?
Problem Solver 7:  Rob Hoop and his Merry Hoods were playing a marathon concert.  They began with great enthusiasm, but finally collapsed at 10:00 P.M., Friday, October 13 after playing for 150,000 seconds.  When did the concert begin?
